It is one thing to talk about a particular object on the screen, but it®@ another thing entirely to draw

your viewersCattention to it. The best way to do this is by using highlight boxes.
If you need to, click the &ditGab to return to the @ditQriew.

When you recorded a project, Captivate 2 will have automatically inserted
highlight boxes for you on anything that you clicked. On a slide, click on a
highlight box. It will now have handles that you can use to resize the object.
Double-click on the highlight box to open its dialog box.

The Qlew Highlight boxOdialog box will open, allowing you to
decide the colour, size and location of your new highlight box.

The dialog box has four tabs. The first tab allows you to adjust
the frame colour, its fill colour and its level of transparency.
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Select the colours you wish to use.

More Colors

A fabulous addition to Captivate 2 is the option to inverse the
highlight box D effectively darkening everything else on the
slide.
